Submitting Your Photographs 
 

� Your entry may consist of either: 
Up to 2 12’’x16’’ (30 x 40cm) prints or 
Up to 4 10”x8” (25cm x 20cm) prints 

 

� Your entry must be individual and mounted on A1 Card/Paper  
 

� Your entry must be submitted with your name, school and year 
group clearly displayed on the front, bottom right hand corner. 

 

� Your entry must be submitted with a brief paragraph explaining 
how it satisfies the theme of ‘Exhilaration’.  This should be no 
longer than 50 words. 

 

� Your entry must be no more than 4 photographs per entry 
 

� If your entry does not comply with these regulations your entry 
will be marked down accordingly, and may not make the 
shortlist.
